A step-free route from the OXO Tower to Waterloo Underground Station
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At Waterloo Underground Station there is step-free
access between the Jubilee Line platforms and the
ticket office. If you need assistance call 08457 484950
(it is best to phone before going).
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This journey is around 1050 metres long. It should take around 15 minutes to finish.
If you have difficulty getting about it could take around 35 minutes.

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From the OXO Tower walkway on
the riverside, turn left towards the
ramp.

Straight ahead is a pelican
crossing over York Road — cross
over to the middle island.

Cross at the zebra crossing
straight ahead - turn left and use
the next zebra crossing.




Go through the railway arch
ahead (Boyce Street) and turn
right.

Pass the bus stops and cross at
the zebra crossing. Go around
the corner and under the bridge.

Go along Waterloo Road (a bit
crowded but stay on this side) to
Waterloo Underground Station.

From the entrance go through the
ticket barriers to your right.

The lift to the Jubilee Line platform
is to the left of the ticket barriers.
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1 Accessible toilet: at OXO Tower walkway. The key is at the Reception (@& 020
7401 4251) and Eat Café (both in the walkway).
